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Dear Parents/ Guardians,
We are delighted to confirm that P4 – P7 pupils can return to school for face – to- face teaching from Monday 22nd March. This is very exciting news and we are happy that we can get things back to normal!!

As before, pupils must not attend school if they have any symptoms of coronavirus and social distancing must be observed where possible.  Pupils will remain in class bubbles with staggered break and lunch times as before.
Pupils should not arrive at school before 8.45am.  When they arrive, they must go straight to class.  Parents can collect P1 - P3 pupils from the staff car park at 2.30pm.  P4 – P7 pupils will be brought in class bubbles to the bottom of the school lane. Pupils must be collected from bottom of school lane, parents must cross over and then cross safely with our school lollipop lady.  Social distancing must be adhered to and masks worn when collecting or dropping off your child/children.  School transport will operate as normal.
